H1N1 Update as of July 21, 2009
   In the United States, significant novel H1N1 illness has continued into the summer, with localized and in some cases intense outbreaks occurring. The U.S. continues to report the largest number of novel H1N1 cases of any country worldwide, however, most people who have become ill have recovered without requiring medical treatment. 

   We have our first confirmed case of H1N1 in Kent County. An 11 year old child, who lives out of state, was attending a summer camp and became sick. 

   Those who are considered at high risk for complications related to theH1N1 include:
· Children younger than 5 years old. The risk for severe complications from seasonal influenza is highest among children younger than 2 years old. 
· Adults 65 years of age and older. 

· Persons with the following conditions: 

· Chronic pulmonary (including asthma), cardiovascular (except hypertension), renal, hepatic, hematological (including sickle cell disease), neurologic, neuromuscular, or metabolic disorders (including diabetes mellitus); 

· Immunosuppression, including that caused by medications or by HIV; 

· Pregnant women; 

· Persons younger than 19 years of age who are receiving long-term aspirin therapy; 

· Residents of nursing homes and other chronic-care facilities.
